1. Rotate and slide the Housing as required to fit through
the Tee-Grid Bar and place it as indicated by the
directional arrow in figure.

2. Firmly bend the pre-installed Grid Clips (4) against the
Tee-Grid Bar to secure the Housing.

3. Support wires are required by Installation Codes.
Support the Housing to the building structure by
Support Wires (supplied by others) through the Grid
Clip Hole.

4. Make sure that the orientation of the Splice Box and
Access Plate faces an accessible tile to make electrical
splices.
