Metal Conduit. Remove appropriate round knock-
out(s) and connect conduit to wiring box with proper
connectors (not supplied).

12/2 or 14/2 Non-Metallic Sheathed Cable

(Type NM-B). Remove appropriate D-shaped cable
knock-out(s). Insert the NM-B cable through the
cable trap and make a 90° L-shaped bend in cable
as shown (Fig. 9).

12/3 or 14/3 Cable (Type NM-B). Remove the
appropriate round knockouts and connect cable
with proper electrical connectors (not supplied and
not shown).

Step 3. Strip supply wire 3/8" and insert each supply
wire into appropriate connector. Connect black fixture
wire to hot, white fixture wire to neutral and green
fixture wire to ground. (Fig. 8).

Step 4. Place all wiring and connectors back in
wiring box and replace cover.
